Cinnabar

was a big, red, magnificent fellow. Courage and heart showed in the very look of him. A rough scar

across his nose and a nick on one ear in no way marred his handsomeness. On the contrary, they

gave him a gay and gallant air. They spoke of battles wonâ€”over eagles and buzzards and hawks

and weasels. Cinnabar was, in truth, afraid of nothing. Neither of dark nor of storm; nor of hunters

nor hounds. He was free and unfearing, the very spirit of the wilds. With a windblown movement he

went gliding along, his brush of a tail stretched out full.

He thought he heard small trills and



whimperings. â€œCriminy, criminy, and by Jimminy!â€• he exploded. â€œI must be a father. I hear

puppy voices. Unmistakably, I do.â€• Parting the ferns that screened the doorway, he pattered softly

through them. Then wriggling forward on his belly, he bunted the hen down the dark entry and finally

emerged into the warm comfort of his own den. He blinked his eyes at the brightness. A wick

burning in an oyster shell gave off a yellow light, and the fire in the grate was a red glow. â€œThat

you, Cinny?â€• a voice came muffled.  In reply, Cinnabar barked two short barks and one long. It

was the family signal, and it meant â€œGood hunting tonight.â€• He saw Vicky nowâ€”up on one

elbow, half sitting, half reclining in the nestboxâ€”and he could hear her tongue strokes, licking,

licking, licking. Little shivers of excitement raced up and down his spine. How many pups would

there be this time? Two? Four? Nine? Twelve? â€œI shall be quite content with three,â€• he told

himself as he took a step closer, â€œand I hope they all have blue eyes. Blue eyes bewitch me.â€•

Vicky was eager to tell about her babies. She gave four quick, happy barks. â€œOh! Four is a jolly

nice number,â€• Cinnabar assured her. â€œâ€Šâ€™Twill be easy to provide for them.â€• He laid the

big white hen in a splash of firelight, hoping Vicky would notice. But she was concerned only with

her young ones. â€œMy dear,â€• said Cinnabar with a proud grin, â€œhave you thought of names for

the funny snub-nosed things?â€• â€œCinnabar! They are not funny snub-nosed things. Oh, yes, they

are,â€• she laughed, contradicting herself all in the same breath. â€œWell, anyway, Iâ€™ve named

the two little boys.â€• â€œSo?â€• asked Cinnabar, shoving the hen closer. â€œYes. And I do hope

you like family names.â€• â€œFâ€™rinstance?â€• â€œRascal for my brother, and Pascal for my

father.â€• â€œI like them indeed!â€• Cinnabar nodded in approval as he plucked at his whiskers

thoughtfully. Then reaching into the nestbox he fondled the fuzzy little creatures. â€œHmmmâ€”how

about Merry and Mischief for the vixens?â€• he asked, looking all merry and mischievous himself.
