Sometimes the information about what happened is sparse and sometimes itA¢A A™s well
documented. All of it adds up to one simple warning: Follow the rules and you will probably stay
safe in that particular National Park. Climb over a barrier or try to take a picture with a bear and you

may not come out alive.

The author clearly spent an immense amount of time researching, and gives us information without
tabloid dramatics. Events are described in detail and some are not for the weak hearted, but the
interesting take-away for me is that most who died where either ill-prepared, violated park rules, or
were simply not aware of the power of nature in such a wilderness area. | found it interesting for the
history and descriptions of the areas. The deaths were sad, or course, yet some of them left me
scratching my head at the decisions people made which cost their lives. Even so, that too was sad,
but reading this book made me feel incredible respect for this beautiful part of North America, which

is both beautiful and dangerous.

Compared to more statistically researched and better written works like "Death Below the Rim," this
book provides a sometime jumbled, inconclusive portrayal of the long history of death and murder in

Yellowstone.
