The first sharif was the eldest grandson (not son) of the Prophet
Muhammad. Elsewhere, in the book, the author notes a J. Ryder Smith. | could only find a C. Ryder
Smith when searching for more information on this citation. The book covers so much territory, it

certainly gives the reader a many-sided view of the geographical areas and stories covered.

This was a valuable read because of its description of Irael, Egypt, and Jordan and the people the
author met. It provided our book club with a really good discussion. | would’ve given it a higher

score, but it was a chore to read with all of the difficult place names, unknown to me and all of the
details.
