If they were true, the fact that they

would have had to be highly embellished and fictionalized in the process of transposing the true

percipient's voice to the author's voice, since he wasn't THERE when any of their experiences

occurred, much less in a position to know what they thought or said or what their companions

thought or said, all of which is described in detail, they have lost most of their value as FIRST HAND

accounts.Therefore, while many of the accounts were quite scary, I simply could not get past my

skepticism at their veracity due to what I considered the off-putting construction of the book.If the

author writes any ghost books in the future, I suggest he use direct quotes from the experiencer as

well as provide some background and context for the experience. A book of true ghost stories

should be straightforward, without the author "interpreting" anything but his or her OWN

experiences, IMO.
