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This fast-paced, fun-to-read guide to the Beatles is ideal for the new generation of fans. Written by a

father for his teenaged daughter, this book is more than just a biography. The author explores the

Beatles phenomenon and the reasons for the bandâ€™s success. Probing into many of the

controversies, myths, and mysteries surrounding one of the most popular and influential music

groups in history, the author examines the hot issues for today's teenaged Beatles fans. Current

information on Beatles fan clubs, magazines, festivals, and Internet resources is included.

Most of the book

deals with this musical phenomenon as a foursome, with short descriptions of individual careers

after the 1970 breakup. The writing is fairly pedantic, with nothing particularly insightful or revealing

about the Beatles either as performers or songwriters. Many black-and-white photos are included.

While this title offers more information than Mike Venezia's The Beatles (Children's Press, 1997) or

George Zanderbergen's The Beatles (Crestwood, 1976), something a little more profound (and with

I have attended many festivals for Beatles fans and have met some very



interesting authors at the Chicago conventions. This author is extraordinary.I've been a Beatles' fan

the majority of my life and I was delighted to encounter little anecdotes and facts that I hadn't

known. The book had some very funny parts and each Beatle had his own distinct form of

humor.There were two errors that I did catch. Ringo's real name is given in this book as "Richard

Parkin," when in fact it is Richard Starkey. It was not Ringo who changed his surname to Starkey; it

was Ringo's paternal grandfather who changed his surname from Parkin to Starkey as a nod to his

stepfather.On a related note, George is introduced as having Harold as a middle name which he did

not have. George's father and oldest brother were named Harold, so it is very unlikely that a third

male would have that name as well. George's own sister Louise has said many times, even when

the Beatles were still touring that George did not have a middle name and George's birth certificate

lists him as George Harrison.I like the way this book presents the Beatles' works chronolgically; it is

done in such a way that young readers have a clear idea of the Beatles and their heyday. It is clear

and direct and no doubt many young people will love it and if not already fans will become fans.This

book will certainly delight a new generation of fans. I recommend buying this book along with the

Beatles "1" CD as a gift to a young reader. It is the gift that keeps on giving.
