She’s very down to
earth and no nonsense, and struggles with being the first girl to openly strive for knighthood. She
deals with everyday discrimination, excels despite setbacks, and stays true to her values. Kel is a

strong role model for girls and her story is also a great story to read.

This book is a fantastic cap on the Protector of the Small series. Any love you've developed for
these characters (read: too much. too much of the love) has you crying and cheering along. | read
this one for the first time when | was 15. | loved it then, and with this fresh reading | love it even
more.

A satisfying conclusion to this series: Kel is a believable hero, who continues to develop through the
challenges of surviving a border war and the terrifying magic and monsters of an enemy mage. As
the fourth (and last) book of this series, this novel brings together some of the core characters who
have been woven into previous novels. (And leaves this reader hope that there will be more novels
