Blueberry Cupcake Mystery by Naomi Miller is technically a cozy mystery but I would even classify it

further as a Ã¢Â€Âœsweet mysteryÃ¢Â€Â• and not just because of all the sugary goodness from the

Sweet Shop Bakery. Cozy mysteries still have a measure of violence, murder, etc. and this book

doesnÃ¢Â€Â™t have any of that. In fact, according to the Q&A at the end of the book, the author set

out to write a Ã¢Â€Âœlight mystery with a happy endingÃ¢Â€Â¦ that shows the good in

peopleÃ¢Â€Â•. I think sheÃ¢Â€Â™s done exactly that!ItÃ¢Â€Â™s a shorter novel Ã¢Â€Â“ I would

almost classify it as a novella Ã¢Â€Â“ so itÃ¢Â€Â™s a quick and easy read. In fact, the writing style

is light and simple and reminded me of the tone and pace and structure of a middle grade novel.

Because of this, Blueberry Cupcake Mystery is a book I would easily recommend for tweens and

up. No violence, a reminder of the good of community, and the sweet tone also make this a great

pick for that age group.Bottom Line: In my opinion, the simpler writing style of Blueberry Cupcake

Mystery would appeal more to a middle grade audience than an adult one, and thereÃ¢Â€Â™s not

much of a mystery to speak of. ItÃ¢Â€Â™s really more about why than who, and there are none of

the typical elements found in a mystery, other than the initial crime. However, the why allows Naomi

Miller to envelop the story in a message of love and kindness and forgiveness, and there is a

warmth to the storytelling that begs this book to be read aloud with a cluster of snuggly children and

a toasty fire. Blueberry Cupcake Mystery is cute and sweet and it will make you smile. And frankly,

we could all use a little more of that in our lives, couldnÃ¢Â€Â™t we?(I received a complimentary

copy of this book.)
